Yard sale permits are $10 each. This allows you 1 permit sign and 2 directional signs. You may
purchase up to 3 additional directional signs at $1 each. Sighs must be picked up within 24 hours of
the end of sale or fines may be issued. You must have an active water account, in good standing, at
the yard sale address. You must also provide a valid United States-issued photo ID with the yard sale
address on the ID and the Yard Sale Permit must be purchased 24 hours before the sale. To have your
Yard Sale placed in the weekly Newsletter, you must have purchased your Yard Sale Permit prior to
4:30 pm on Thursday the week of your sale.
