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Community Action Partners may offer the most assistance for residents of Tarrant County. 
They offer free government grant money for hardships, job placement, gas cards for work

and other support. The goal is to offer short-term, immediate financial help. 
Rent/mortgage assistance for qualified people to help them stay in their home or

apartment. The non-profit will provide help with paying rent or a mortgage for Tarrant
County residents. 

Comprehensive Energy Assistance Program (known as CEAP) provides grants and
financial assistance with utility bills: electric, gas, and heating bill fuel assistance. In

addition, the CEAP program will also repair or replace an existing heater, propane tank,
air conditioner, or central air unit. 

Get access to Atmos Energy "Share the Warmth", which aids Atmos Energy customers
whose income is at or below 200% of Federal Income Guidelines or with extenuating

circumstances. Assistance from Atmos is limited to once per year. 

 Tarrant County Department Of Human Services – Services provided by this government
agency includes: assistance with paying mortgage, emergency rent and utilities. Another
financial assistance program called SUAP Special Utility Assistance Program has limited

cash grants that can be used to provide electric and gas service assistance to eligible
households up to three times a year from January through August. Cash aid and TANF are

also available.
